HISTORY

The Shelton Land Conservation Trust was
created in 1969 as an outgrowth of
activities by some concerned citizens who
banded together to clean up litter that had
been illegally dumped along the banks of
the Far Mill River in the Huntington
section of town. With the support of
newly elected mayor Francis X. Kelly, a
non-profit land trust was organized to
preserve and protect open space within
the city. The first property of the trust
was a tiny .3 acre parcel acquired by the
city as a collection of back taxes and
donated to the trust in 1971. Subsequent
parcels were acquired from developers
open space concessions, through
donations from private owners, from
additional gifts from the city, and through
direct purchase with the help of state and
federal grants.

Today the Trust’s properties include over
365 acres in 30 parcels spread across all
areas of the city. As pressure for change
and development continue to escalate, the
Shelton Land Conservation Trust’s role as
an active steward and defender of our
local environment 1is crucial to
maintaining a balanced approach to
growth in the City of Shelton.
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Located on Route 110 four miles north of
down town Shelton, Nicholdale Farm is the
most accessible and developed property
owned by the Shelton Land Conservation
Trust. The public is encouraged to enjoy
this 65 acre parcel of mixed hardwoods and
open pasture. A developed system of trails
suitable for hiking and cross country skiing,
a scout camping and picnic area, and a
small brook offer opportunities to explore
this wonderful local resource. A small
parking area is available on Rt. 110.
